Course Overview:  
This World History course will provide an overview of World history from A.D. 1500 to the present.  Throughout the year the focus will be on the analysis and interpretation of the major eras and important turning points in world history from the Renaissance to the present to develop an understanding of the complexity of the human experience.  This course is also intended to develop students’ communication and reasoning skills through activities requiring reading, writing, oral presentations, group work, map and graph interpretation, and critical analysis of historical sources and artifacts.

1.  Identify the most significant persona, events and ideas in world history.


2.  Locate major regions, cities, and geographical features and to understand 


     geographic influences in history.


3.  Describe and examine the characteristics and contributions of major


     world civilizations looking at a cause and effect relationship


     in the political, economic and social structure.


4.  Investigate the growth of world religions, art, scientific theories, 


     exploration, economic systems, and political systems.


5.  Critically interpret and analyze primary and secondary source materials


      with an eye for potential inaccuracies and bias while developing


      research and writing skills.

Grading Policies:

Student grades will be based on points and their performance in a variety of categories:

· 20% Tests I will give a make-up test if you fail, but you can only bring your grade up to 60%. The make-up test must be taken the day after your test. ________Student initial ________parent/guardian initial
· 10% Quizzes You may re-take a quiz but it must be within 5 days. You may take it as many times as necessary.
· 30% Homework/Classwork/Participation
· 20% Projects, and IDs – You may come in and rewrite an ID, but you must do it within 2 days.
· 20% Final Exam

Six weeks grades will be calculated by the following:

Grades are based on points earned on the above mentioned areas.  Tests will be given on each unit of study.  The tests will contain questions in a variety of formats:  multiple-choice, true/false, matching, short answer, fill-in-the-blank, essay, map skills, and primary source, chart, and cartoon analysis.  The 6 weeks grade is continuous.
